MOSCOW. Welcome to the capital of the largest country on earth, the onetime seat of an empire and
command-post of global politics that is alternately considered to be Asian, European, both and neither. Almost
850 years old and currently existing amidst rapidly changing political and economic conditions, Moscow presents
a dizzying array of the old and new, the alienating and quaint, the shabby and sparkling. On the City Tour you
will pass every point of interest in the city; your task is to try to maintain your bearings. The Kremlin Tour
includes a visit to the spectacular Armory Chamber and a visit to Red Square.

UGLICH. This historic town features a renowned ancient kremlin in a provincial setting. A section of an old
moat survives, functioning today as a colorful harbor for small boats. The walking tour of the kremlin is the
main activity of the stop. Chaika watches are always a tourist obsession in Uglich Ð rightly so, as they fetch
up to $200 in the States, while here you can pick one up for one-tenth that price. In general, Uglich is a great
place to buy Russian souvenirs. The antique shop in the Transfiguration CathedralÕs belfry is a good place to
pick up genuine artifacts like silver, jewelry and tsarist roubles.

GORITSY. Welcome to Goritsy, home to the Resurrection Convent, standing at the shoreline. From Goritsy a
bus transports you to the town of Kirillov, eight kilometers away, to tour one of RussiaÕs most famous
monasteries, the Monastery of St. Kirill of the White Lake. Exhibitions inside the monastery provide an excellent
opportunity to scrutinize local handicrafts, including superb examples of famous Vologda lace. Back in the
Goritsy Convent, donÕt be surprised to run into a talkative babushka who has been living there since her
childhood, over sixty years ago. YouÕll know her by her weathered countenance.

KIZHI. The island of Kizhi is home to an outdoor museum of fascinating edifices of northern wooden architecture,
including the remarkable Transfiguration Cathedral. The island consists of churches, chapels, bell towers,
peasant houses, granaries, barns, windmills, and bathhousesÊÐÊall brought from around the Onega region to
illustrate the architecture common to the Russian North. Following any of the dirt trails away from the main
body of the outdoor museum leads to more pastoral settings. YouÕll traverse rolling hills and pass the islandÕs
small cemetery. The hilltops command exhilarating views of the island and lake.

ST. PETERSBURG. The second largest city in Russia at times appears thoroughly Westernized, breathtakingly
romantic and refreshingly progressive, yet can also reveal an enigmatic soul. The City Tour consists of a bus
ride around the entire city with periodic stops at major sights for brief walks, picture-taking and souvenir-buying.
The Hermitage Tour provides the easiest access to and through the monstrous museum, and you have your
very own guide to impose a semblance of order on the madness that is the worldÕs largest art collection. Half-
day trips to one of St. PetersburgÕs country palaces always are offered. Whether the destination is Pushkin,
Peterhoff or Pavlovsk, the trip is utterly memorable, as these former monarchsÕ estates are filled with as
much, if not more, history as any monument in the city center and surrounded by more beautiful landscaping
than youÕll see anywhere in Russia.

MANDROGI. This area was settled by Veps tribes more than a thousand years ago. More recently in history,
Peter the GreatÕs shipbuilders settled here while working at the nearby shipyard in Lodeinoye Pole. During
WWII the village was completely obliterated and even disappeared from Russian maps. In 1996 Sergey Gutzeit,
an entrepreneur and patron of the arts, decided to revive the village and turn it into a tourist attraction and
recreational area. While here, you will be treated to a Russian style barbecue and will have ample opportunity
to acquire some of the best-made Russian handicrafts of the journey, many of which are created by artisans
in workshops on the premises. The village also features several cafŽs, a zoo and an outstanding vodka museum.

YAROSLAVL. Among the oldest and most well known of all Russian provincial cities, Yaroslavl was a prosperous
mercantile center and boasts a plethora of dazzling merchant churches and a lovely riverfront aspect. The
Church of St. Elijah the Prophet, built in 1647Ð50, features frescoes painted by renowned local artists; the
walls as well as the galleries, vaults, piers, window sills and portals are all graced with artisansÕ original pigments.
The churchÕs lace-like iconostasis is regarded as a masterpiece of Russian Baroque. The main sightseeing
destination in Yaroslavl is the Savior-Transfiguration Monastery. Founded in the 12th century, the monastery
is one of the VolgaÕs oldest and a regional sentimental favorite. Imagine the scene of soldiers atop the fortress
walls pouring boiling oil on their attackers in the midst of battle Ð it really happened here.
